“A Short History of Archaeological Excavations at Homestead ‘Zh’
of the Troitsky Excavation Site in Novgorod the Great”

The archaeclegical excavations of Novgerod the Great have spanned a peried of 85 years and
are still continuing: over this time a vast amount of information atbout the inner workings of an Ancient
Russian city has been gathered. Some impaortant finds include: the location of the joint court of the city’s
prince and posadnik — un-covered in the 12" century cultural layer of homestead E. This discovery, in
addition to the birch bark manuscripts (the first of which was found in Novgorod!) and wooden security
seals, isindicative of the process of government consolidation. This article will discuss the archaeological
materials gathered during the excavation of homestead “Zh” at the Troitsky excavation site. This excava-
tion is especially noteworthy because the oldest Slavic book dis-covered to date, “The Novgorod Psalm-
book” (cdated to the tun of the 11th century)was unearthed at the Troitsky Xl site. Furthermore, a grand
total of 480 birch bark manuscripts found at this site have given archaeclogists a peek into the daily life
of the 11" — 13" century inhabitants of Novgorod the Great.

In 1973 the Troitsky excavation site located in the medieval Lyudin’s End (to the south of the
Novgerod Kremlin) became of increasing interest. This area was first settled in the 930s, when it still bor-
dered farmland, and two homesteads, “Zh1” and “Zh2”, existed (they merged into one — homestead
«Zh» — at the beginning of the 11th century). This homestead’s cultural layers, dating to the 10" — 11
centuries, yielded a collection of unique artefacts: for instance, a set of about 20 finds of Scandinavian
appearance — including game pieces for a «<hnefatafl» game set, belt-mounts decorated in the Borre
styleand cther items. Furthermore, there has beena significant number of finds that indicate the involve-
ment of the homestead’s first inhabitants in trade — 14 dir-hams, a miliarense, parts of folding balance
scales and weights. The stretch of time from the 12" to beginning of the 13" centuries on homestead
“Zh” is subdivided into two time periods (1098—1150 and 1150-1190) and characterized by a high
concentration (100 items) of birch bark manuscripts. During this time the layout of the homestead re-
mained the same — with the main living quarters {(a 5-sided log-house) being located towards the rear
boundary of the homestead, while other household buildings stood along either side, thus creating a
large vard in the center. Birch bark manuscripts #1045—1050 date to this time period and chronicle the
communica-tions amongst a group of merchants, who appear to have been involved in the fur trade.
During the second of the abovementioned time periods (1150-1190) only 36 birch bark manuscripts
were found, a majority of them being penned by a man named Yakim, who most probably was the
manager of a wealthy boyar's homestead. The high social status of the homestead’s owners at this time,
is illustrated by a collection of valuable finds which include: a Byzantine seal with a Greek inscription, a
gold temple ring with three beads, and a large number of shards of impoerted glass vessels.

Atthe turn of the 13th century the area of homestead “Zh” sharply decreases and its layout chang-
es; this most likely reflects a change in ownership. Most of the buildings are small, four-sided log-houses,
placed along the street. A majority of the finds dating to the 13" and 14th centuries is household ob-
Jects — keys and locks, wooden plates, whetsones, double-sided combs and many glass bracelets — a
distinct contrast to the finds from the 12" century. However, the collection of items made of non-ferrous
metal is large and diverse, indicating the possible presence of a jeweler’s workshop on homestead «Zhs»
during the later part of its existence.

“New Archaeozoological Data Analysis of 10t"-11t" Century Novgorod the Great (Homestead
‘Zh’, Troitsky Xlll Excavation Site)” by O. S, Lebedeva

This article presents an archaeczoclogical analysis of the collection of animal kbones (dated to
the 10" — 11™ centuries), unearthed during excavations of homestead “Zh” at the Troitsky Xl exca-
vation site. The majority of bones were “kitchen leftovers”, which have a tendency to accumulate in
the cultural layer when meat is part of the local inhabitants” diet. There was no significant osteclogical
difference discovered between the “kitchen leftover” bones of homestead “Zh” and those found in cor-
responding cultural layers throughout medieval Novgorod, as well as other Ancient Russian cities of the
10 — 13" centuries {(Antipina, 2005).

Next, the proporticn of meat in the diet of the inhabitants of homestead “Zh” was alse quite stan-
dardforthe diet of the population living in Ancient Russian <ities. The most popular meat was beef, then
rork, while mutton and goat meat tied for third place. The analysis of the animal bones yielded quite
interesting results about how the butchered animals were dressed: the majority of the bones were from
the “front quarter” of the animal (ribs, front limbs), while hindquarter cuts were considerably fewer in
number. Although there was a slight rise in the number of pig bones from the end of the 10" century to
the first half of the 11" century, there was an overall decrease in the percentage of pig bones as part of
the total number of animal bones. However, there was a sharp increase in the number of pig ribs found,
which indicates the popularity of dishes cooked from meat from the “middle” part of the pig carcass —
the rilbs and loins.

Lastly. the csteological analysis found an insignificant percentage of farm animal bones with pa-
thologies. This indicates that the inhabitants of homestead “Zh” took good care of their livestock. Most
of the pathologies identified were limited to inflammation of the teeth and jaws, which shows that the
animals were mostly likely fed low quality grain. Overall, the analysis of this collection of animal kbones,
excavated from the cultural layer of homestead “Zh” dated to the 930s — 10505, found nothing unusual
that would stand out among other analyses of osteological material from medieval Novgored.

“Horse Tack and Rider Equipment from the 10" — First Half of the 11t Centuries
(Homestead ‘Zh’, Troitsky Xlll Excavation Site)” by V. V. Novikoy

Thisarticle describes a set of finds discovered during excavations of homestead “Zh”and somein-
dividual finds from hemesteads U, Sand T in Novgorod the Great, all of which are elements of horse tack
or rider equipment. The finds discussed include: a bridle-tit, the pommel of a saddle, a girth buckle,
metal appendages for a “noise-making” whip (2 objects), decorative plates (25 objects), belt strap ends
(2 objects), and a buckle. All of these items can be dated to the mid-10™" — first half of 11" centuries.

The decorative plates differ in shape, size and ornamentation, and various analegies to individ-
ual plates have been found througheut the territory once covered by Ancient Russia, and indicating
influence from Scandinavia, Hungary and the nomadic tribes to the south. Most of these plates were
discovered in the yard between buildings 20 and 21 on homestead “Zh”. They can be tentatively sepa-
rated into two groups: belt-mounts decoratinga man’s belt, and decorative plates for a bridle. Although
some of them were |located quite close to each other within the cultural layer and were concentrated
in several small groups, an analysis of the distribution of the plates did not vield any conclusive results
about the succession in which the finds entered the cultural layer, nor about the combination in which
the varicus plates were distributed along the bridle and belt. However, it is most likely that they were
all deposited in the cultural layer within a narrow time frame, because this style of plates existed only
from the mid-10th century te the beginning of the 11th centuries. Six of the plates have no pins with
which they could have been attached to straps, thus they might have been used as molds for casting.
This indicates the presence of a production center, and hints at the possibility of a workshop being lo-
cated nearby. Cverall, the belt-mounts are quite representative of and similar to other artefacts of the
Ancient Russian military culture of the second half of the 10" — 11™ centuries, including the Gnezdovo
archaeclogical complex.

It is clear that the people who lived on homestead “Zh” during the second half of the 10" and the
first half of the 11" centuries were of a high sociceconomic status: after all, they could afford horses. Of
course, it is possible that some of the plagues had been brought to the homestead, but the discovery
of a bridle-bit and the pommel of a saddle within the cultural layer points to a local use of these items
by the inhabitants of this specific homestead. The wooden saddle pommel found on homestead “Zh” is
shorter than its counterparts from the later Middle Ages, when cavalry armies became widespread and
the pommel became taller in order to protect the front of the rider sitting in the saddle.

This article is dedicated to the description and analysis of an object unearthed on homestead
“Zh” inthe cultural layer dating to the 1030s—1040s. The object is a boat-shaped slab of juniper wood:
13.2 cm long, 3.9 cm tall and 1.1 cm wide, with a groove in one of its 1.1 cm-wide sides. The lack of
analogies among Ancient Russian arte-facts made the identification of this cbject difficult at first. But, the
problem was resclved when an article was published atbout a set of 13 items that had been discovered
during excavations at Hedeby, Denmark, and identified as axe sheaths (Westphal, 2007). According
to Westphal’s classification system, the object frem homestead “Zh” is a Type 1 axe sheath (the bent
shape and groove differentiate it from the more trapezoid-shaped Type € axe sheaths). However, the
Novgored axe sheath differs from its Nerth-Eurcpean counterparts in the location of the hole through
which a piece of string is inserted te attach the sheath to the axe blade. This hole is located right in the
middle of the Novgorod sheath, so that it is firmly pressed to the blade and no string can be pushed
through. Therefore, it is probable that this hole was for a small nail or pin, which was pushed intc a
corresponding hole in the blade of the axe. Such holes are often found in the blades of axes that were
widespread in the 10" — 11" centuries and can be categorized as Type 1, 2, 3and 4 axes, according to
Kirpichnnikov's classification system. It appears that the axe for which this sheath was made was a Type
4 axe with a slightly assymetrical blade. Lastly, the sheath is unusual because it is made to juniper, unlike
all of the other axe sheaths ever found. Thus, it appears that the axe sheath is a common Scandinavian

object that was made locally in Novgorod for an Ancient Russian axe.

“Sword Scabbard Chape from the Excavations of Homestead ‘Zh’
(Homestead ‘Zh’, Troitsky Xlll Excavation Site)” by S. Yu. Kainov.

This article focuses on a sword scabbard chape that was discovered in 2014 during excavations
of the Troitsky Xl site on the territory of homestead “Zh”. Two finds (uncovered in layers dating to the
second quarter of the 10" century) were identified as fragments of an ajouré sword scablbard chape.
A raised border of alternating wide and narrow bands went down one side of the chape and an image
of a curled-up animal, an element quite characteristic of Scandinavian art, could be identified on the
chape’s exterior. Publications were found on only three other scabbard chapes (from Gotland, Rurikovo
Gorodische and Uglich) that had decorative motifs analogous to the one this article focuses on. There
have tbeen several attempts to classify these four chapes within a larger context of cther sword chapes,
howeyver, it is best to place them separately ina category of their own, instead of adding them tc already
existing categories. These four chapes can be placed in one group united by “four-legged animal and
Y-shaped figure” decorative motif, which is a subdivision of the “four-legged animal decorative motif”
category.

Overall, thereare no less than 12 (Russia — 6, Ukraine — 4, Belarus — 1, Sweden — 1) chapes that
can be placed in the latter categery; however, 8 of them were discovered during uncfficial excavations
and thus, a large part of their archaeclogical context was lost. Nevertheless, a close study of these
twelve chapes has brought out four variations of the quality and style of their ornamentation. The first
variation is characterized by a high quality of workmanship, a prominent raised ornament, and the large
size of the depicted animal’s head. Inthe second variation, the raised ornament is not as prominent, and
the animal’s head is smaller in size. The third decorative variation is only found on one of the chapes:
the animal’s head is quite small and its proportions are unusual. Lastly, the fourth variation is much more
rough in style: the ajouré effect is achieved by making holes in the chape, which sometimes puncture
the decorative motif.

The category of “Viking age” scabbard chapes most similar in ornamentation to the group cutlined
above is characterized by the following deccrative matif: a curled-up animal, encircling a Y-shaped
figure, with a ring-shape at the bettom. Anather similar decerative maotif is the “four-legged animal with
a palmette” category in P. Paulsen’s classification: the palmette replaces the Y-shaped figure and the
ring-shape. Because 11 out of the 12 scabbard chapes were discovered on territery once covered by
Ancient Russia, it is possible to assume that they were net imported, but produced locally (most likely in
Novgorod the Great). These chapes were produced during the second quarter of the 10th century and
depict an evolution of the decorative style, which hints at a relatively long span of time, during which
this style of chapes was popular. Perhaps, the “four-legged animal and Y-shaped figure” decorative
motif transformed into the “four-legged animal, Y-shaped figure and ring shape” motif, which in its turn
became the “four-legged animal and palmette” motif. Finally, due to the number of finds associated with
weapons (3 chapes, part of a sword pommel, parts of battle-axes, as well as arrowheads and spear-
heads) that were discov-ered during excavations of the Troitsky site, it is possible to draw the conclusion
that people directly or indirectly associated with the warrior profession lived in this area of Novgorod
during the 10™ — first half of the 11" centuries.

“The Cult of the Horse in Novgorod the Great” by E, A, Tyanina.

The cult of the horse in Novgorod traces its origins back to pagan, pre-Christian times. Archaeo-
logical evidence of this cult —amulets and the remains of ritual ceremonies — has been dated tea period
spanning the 10" —14% centuries. An important feature of the cult of the horse are foundation sacrifices:
sacrifices that were made during the construction of houses and other buildings. In Novgorod the Great
there have been multiple finds of horse skulls buried beneath house foundations. The herse’s spirit was
meant to be rebern as the new “home spirit” (demoved), which was supposed to protect the inhabl-
tants of the house and guarantee their prosperity. This tradition existed across centuries and remained
largely unchanged. The sacrifice was almost always a skull that lacked the lower jaw, and when the jaw
was present, it was not attached to the skull, but instead placed next to it. This demonstrates that the
foundation sacrifice was meant to be the bones, rather than the complete head of an animal. There,
also, appears tc not have been a rule regarding the depth at or the corner of the building beneath which
the skull should have been buried. The importance of foundation sacrifices was not only in protecting
a house’s inhabitants, but also in guaranteeing the prosperity of a newly established settlement. An in-
stance of this use of foundation sacrifice is the burial of an entire (prokably live) horse at the Iliinsky exca-
vation site (second guarter — middle of 11" century): the horse’s grave most likely marked the boundary
of the first settlement at this location.

Similar foundation sacrifices that include horse skulls are well-known among Germanic tribes and
on the territory of Ukraine and the Baltic states. However, horse skulls were used not only in foundation
sacrifices, but also in a wide range of other rituals, as evidenced by ethnographic materials: a horse
skull was paraded arcund on a stick and then thrown into a fire during the Kupala Night holiday, and
the practice of hanging horse skulls on poles as a precaution against evil spirits was commaon. The many
depicticns of herses in the decorative ornaments and motifs on both the inside and outside of heouses
(on the reof, shutters, porch) indicate the importance of the horse theme in architecture as well,

The presence of a cult of the horse in Novgored is also evidenced by findings of equine bone
amulets. However, only 11 out of 230 medieval amulets found in Novgorod were made out of horse
benes (10 out of the carpal and tarsal bones and 1 out of an equine canine). Most of the equine bone
amulets were foundinthe cultural layers dating to the 10" — mid 13" centuries and were geographically
lecated in Lyudin’s End of Novgorad at the Troitsky excavation site. Thus, despite their small number,
these finds show that the tradition of using equine bones as amulets existed steadily over the course of
several centuries. The most prized parts of the horse were the skull and the leg bones — used both for
foundation sacrifices and amulets. Overall, it is <lear that the cult of the horse was important in medieval
Novgored the Great: the horse acted as a keeper and protector of the house and a symbaol of prosperity.
